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GenZ lapsupGenAI courses
amidupskill-reskill push
AASHISH ARyAN
NewDelhi, 31 July

India iswitnessing a surge in demand for
generative artificial intelligence (GenAI)
skills, with Coursera recording over 26
millioncourseenrolmentsinthecategory
so far in 2025 — averaging one every 30
seconds — according to Marni Baker
Stein, chief content officer at the global
digital educationplatform.
Most of these learners are freshers

enrolling in fundamental courses that
teach the basics of AI and GenAI. Those
looking to reskill or upskill are signingup
for courses covering the fundamentals of
AI andmachine learning, design basics,
GenAI use cases for software develop-
ment, and coding in various languages,
Stein said. With 29 million learners
enrolledontheplatform, Indiacontinues
to be Coursera’s second-largest market
aftertheUS,Steinsaid,addingthatnearly
70 per cent of these learners are men,
while 30percentarewomen.
“Therehasbeena290percentgrowth

in the number of women learners on the
platform, which is encouraging, but we
would still like to see that ratio between
menandwomenimprove,” shesaid.

In India, Coursera has partnered 18
universities, including the Indian Insti-
tutesofTechnologyatGuwahati,Bombay,
andRoorkee;theIndianInstitutesofMan-
agement at Calcutta, Indore, andAhme-
dabad; as well as the Birla Institute of
Technology and Science, Pilani, among
others.
Forindustrialtraining,theonlineedu-

cationalcontentproviderhasalsorecently
tied up with enterprise AI firm Fractal
Analytics, Stein said. Under the partner-
ship, Fractalwill offer 26 courses andfive
specialisations, including week-long
microlearning programmes on respon-
sibleAI in theeraofGenAI, sheadded.
Fractal will also curate specialised,

industry-driven courses for theplatform,
drawingonitsconsultingexperiencewith
other companies, Stein said. The firm’s
hands-on approach is also enabling it to
rapidly update course content based on
industry feedback.
TheCoach feature of Coursera, anAI-

powered feedback tool for learners, has
seen a total of 3.7 million messages
exchangedinIndiasinceitslaunchinSep-
tember2024,Steinsaid,addingthatmore
than400,000usersinteractwiththeassis-
tant regularly.
“So, if learners are having a problem,

they can talk to Coach about how the
courseappliestotheir joborhowtheycan
apply it in their life.What is interesting is
that learners who interact with Coach
tend to persist longer and finish the
course. Women and learners with a
weaker academic background are more
likely to interactwithCoach,” shesaid.

Google proposes allowing all
real-money games onPlay Store

Google has proposed changes
toitsPlayStoreandadvertising
policies for India’s real-money
gaming (RMG) sector, poten-
tially allowingmore suchapps
ontheplatform.
The move comes on the

heelsof techmajormovingthe
Supreme Court against an
NCLT order, which partially
upheld theCompetitionCom-
missionofIndia’s(CCI’s)ruling
that Google had leveraged
its dominance in the Android
ecosystem.
The tech giant also said it

wasfinalising an approach for
an “appropriate business
model” that would take into
accountthecommercialmodel
used by developers in the
RMGecosystem.
TheCCI has invited

public comments on
theproposalbyAugust
20.
Google has proposed

to replace its current pilot
program to allow thedistribu-
tionofallRMGsinIndia.These
games are required to be self-
declared by developers as “as
permissible online realmoney
games as per applicable
laws/jurisprudence, onGoogle

Play inIndia”.
Apps will be required to

submit proof to demonstrate
thattheirappislegallypermis-

sible and that it is ingood
standing with a rep-
utable and authori-
tative third party
body recognised in
Google’spolicies.
Games intendedfor

distribution on the Play
Storewouldneedtobecertified
bydesignated industry associ-
ations, which will determine
whether a game qualifies as a
“permissiblegameofskill”.
These industry bodiesmay

include online skill gaming

associations such as the All
India Gaming Federation
(AIGF), the Federation of
IndianFantasySports(FIFS),or
the E-Gaming Federation
(EGF). Itwill also allowRMGs,
thatconstitutegamesofskill,to
beadvertisedinIndiasubjectto
thirdpartycertification.
“By permitting all RMGs

self-declared bydevelopers as
permissible online RMGs as
per applicable laws/jurispru-
dence, any alleged advantage
previously conferred to DFS
(Daily Fantasy Sports) and
Rummy apps is eliminated,
and the competitive field is
levelled,”Googlesaid.

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Imax luresmore
viewers aspremium
demand increases

Big screenmeans good busi-
ness: Audience demand for
large-format screens, mostly
Imax, ishelpingcinemacom-
panies like PVR Inox and
Cinépolis India fill up the-
atres.
The trend comes at a time

whenviewershaveaccess toa
wide range of digital content
at home, but still go to the-
atres for a “premium cin-
ematic experience”. To
entertain them, the number
of films digitally remastered
for release in India increased
by about 15-20 per cent from
January to June compared
withthesameperiodlastyear,
according toCinépolis India.
PVR Inox said 23 films

were released in Imax format
in the first sixmonths of 2025
and 19 in the sameperiod last
year. Imax, short for Image
MAXimum, is a comprehen-
sive cinematic system that
employs high-resolution
cameras, large-format film
and digital media, and
advanced projection to
deliveran immersiveviewing
experience. In India, most
films are digitally remastered
tobereleased inImaxformat,
rather than being shot or
filmed in the format.
“We’re witnessing a con-

sistent surge in audience
demand for Imax screenings,
particularly for high-octane,
spectacle-drivenfilms.Metro
cities such asMumbai, Delhi-
NCR, Bengaluru,Hyderabad,
Chennai, and Pune continue
to lead the demand curve,”
said Sanjeev Kumar Bijli,
executive director of PVR
Inox,whichhas 25 Imaxaudi-
toriums, themost in India.
“These cities host some of

our most successful Imax-
properties, with near-full
occupancy formajor releases.
Theappetiteforpremiumcin-
ematicexperiences is steadily
growing,andImaxremainsat
theforefrontofthatconsumer
preference,”hesaid.
DevangSampat,managing

director of Cinépolis India,
said 30 to 35 Hollywood
movies are released in Imax
annually, but in India the
number is between six to 10
titles. However, the Indian
audience engagement with
Imax films has significantly
increased, he said. Pune,
Kochi, Bengaluru, and
Mumbai drive the demand in
the segment for Cinépolis
India, which operates five
Imaxscreens.
“We anticipate that

upcoming releases such as
War2willgeneratesubstantial
demand for Imax viewing
experiences,” said Sampat.
